Year 11 is the first year of the VCE program students normally take 12 units in a full year (6
units in each semester). At the start of each semester, students must select 6 subjects of
study including the compulsory subject, English or English as an Additional Language
(EAL). Subjects are delivered in a sequence of Units 1 and 2, resulting in a total of 12 units
for 6 subjects. To enter Year 12 (VCE), students must complete minimum 6 units in Year 11
including EAL. Students who are of high achievers may have the approval of the High
School Head to study one additional VCE Unit 3/4 subject in Year 11. This is provided that
